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MINUTES OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR

A regular meeting of the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Louisville was held at five-thirty o’clock p.m. on the 15th day of August 2017, at the City Hall, the aforesaid being the time and place for the meeting with the following officers present:  Eugene Crosby, Mayor Pro Tem; Frances S. The meeting was duly opened and called to order by Mayor Pro Tem, Eugene Crosby.   Drew Massey gave the opening prayer and the Mayor Pro Tem led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag. The following business was transacted at the meeting:

ORDER – APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Upon motion made by Judy H. McLeod seconded by Drew Massey and unanimously carried, the Board approved the minutes of the regular meeting of August 1, 2017, as they now appear in the Minute Book.

ORDER –ACKNOWLEDGE POLICE ACADEMY GRADUATES

ORDER –HEARING ON UNCLEAN PROPERTY LOCATED AT 25 SOUTH JONES AVENUE
There came on for consideration the matter of a hearing on certain property located at 25 South Jones, owned by Johnny McNeal, parcel 151283403 0100600, to determine if said property is unsafe for the community, then upon motion made by Gwenita Mays duly seconded by Drew Massey and unanimously approved, the Board accepted the recommendation of Jody Fulton, Code Enforcement Officer, to give the owners until Tuesday, October 3, 2017, to clean said property and bring it into compliance.
